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OLOSSARY

HOROSCOPE

A diagram showing where the Sun, Moon, and planets were located
at a specific time and place with reference to the local horizon.

ZODIAC

An path of twelve 30-degree constellations in the sky, symbols of
ancient mythological archetypes, that form the background against
which the positions of the planets are measured.

HOUSES

Twelve divisions of the sky, starting from the horizon within which
planetary energies are projected onto different areas of life such as

finances, relationships, family, career, etc.

PLANETS

The Sun, Moon, and the remaining planets of the solar system,
sometimes expanded to include other celestial objects such as aster-

oids, each symbolizing a distinct side of the human persona.

ASCENDANT (RISING SIGN)

The point where the zodiac intersects the horizon, forming the cusp
of the First House. The Ascendant represents a person’s outer face

or ‘persona.

MIDHEAVEN

The point of the zodiac that is highest in the sky at a specific time
and place, marking the cusp of the Tenth House. The Midheaven

represents one’s goals and aspirations.

ASPECTS

Angular relationships between pairs of planets indictaing whether
they are in harmony or in conflict. Harmonious aspects are trines
(120°) and sextiles (60°); oppositions (180°) and squares (90°)
represent stress and challenges.

TRANSITS

The current motion of the planets measured against their starting
position in the birth chart. Similar to aspects, they indicate whether
current planetary conditions are working with or against one’s own

native characteristics and experiences.

SYNASTRY

The process of comparing two horoscopes to see how they interact
with each other or whether they are compatible, as with between

friends, family, or coworkers, for example.
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WHAT IS

Astrology is the ancient art of understanding
and predicting earthly events by studying the
movements of the stars and planets. Based on the
metaphysical principle “As above, so below,”
astrology considers human life as an unfolding
series of patterns and cycles that mirror the
ongoing cycles of the planets and their ever-
changing relationships with each other.
